Fact, Opinion, Inference 
 

Background Information: A fact is something that is true for everyone (M&Ms are 
chocolate candy).  An opinion is based on personal belief or preference; it may not be 
true for everyone (M&Ms are good).  An inference is an assumption or conclusion 
based on an observation.  It is a logical interpretation based on observations and prior 
knowledge. (Small, round colored candies are chocolate on the inside.) 
 
Look at the observations you made about the beakers and ice.  Classify each 
observation as a fact, an opinion, or an inference.
